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What drugs were involved in Region 5? 

Unintentional and undetermined intent drug overdose deaths in Region 5 in 2020 and 2021 most commonly occurred in July to August.

The darker blue areas on this map represent the highest rate of unintentional and undetermined intent drug overdose deaths in Region 5 in 2020 and 2021.
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In 2020 and 2021, white males with a high school education between the 

ages 30-39 most frequently died from unintentional or undetermined drug 

overdose. Black  people were disproportionately impacted by unintentional 

or undetermined drug overdose in Region 5.
