C.   New Federal DEA Opioid Requirements for CME  
 

The MATE Act (Medication Access and Training Expansion Act) becomes law.  Therefore, the DEA (Drug 
Enforcement Administration) requires healthcare providers holding a federal DEA license to complete eight 
(8) hours of education on opioid treatment.   

 
Anyone other than a veterinarian who holds a DEA license, including physicians, dentists, chiropractors, 
podiatrists, nurse practitioners, and physician assistants, will be required to complete a one-time eight-hour 
course on the treatment and management of patients with opioid or other substance use disorders and the 
safe pharmacological management of pain. 

 
Specifically, the law requires that if a prescriber is licensed to dispense controlled Substances in schedule 
II, III, IV, or V, that provider must undergo the eight-hour training course, effective the first applicable 
registration/renewal for the practitioner after June 21, 2023.
